safety upgrades.

 Several years ago the Board of Education and 
former Superintendent Gerald Blair set aside 
some capital funds intended for maintenance 
needs. Last year New York State provided a capital 
expenditure aid called Excel aid. Both the capital 
fund reserve and the Excel aid will provide us with 
slightly more than $800,000.00, at no additional 
taxpayer expense, to be used for some needed 
maintenance and safety upgrades.

We are in the beginning stages of initiating 
this maintenance/safety construction project. In 
the course of the next few months input will be 
sought from community stakeholders and e  orts 
will be taken to get as much accomplished with 
the aid and capital reserve available. No additional 
monies will be sought from the taxpayers. A sum-
mer of 2007 start time is being looked at, and all 
areas under consideration involve health and/or 
safety concerns being addressed. Should you have

 Jack Benny lived to the respectable age of 80. 
At 39/40 years of age it is time to tend to our ag-
ing buildings at Chazy Central Rural School.

It's ! at Time of Year¼.

! e  Board of Education, Business Manager and Super-
intendent have started to work on the school budget for 
2007 ± 2008. Yes, it does take months of planning to put 
together a budget that fairly addresses the needs of all in-
volved ± the students, the sta  , and the taxpayers of CCRS. 

! o ugh Governor Spitzer has released his budget, and we 
are hopeful state aid will make our planning a little easier, 
we cannot rely on his proposed aid until the budget clears 
both Houses. Recently, at the Chamber of Commerce Leg-
islative Breakfast, Senator Little and Assemblywomen Say-
ward & Duprey all expressed a common concern about the 
governor's budget with respect to school aid. In Governor 
Spitzer's budget, school aid is based on enrollment, rather 
than attendance, which our local representatives would like 
to see changed. ! e ir concern is that enrollment would 
greatly favor downstate, NYC in particular. Attendance 
downstate tends to be poor compared to rural upstate, 
especially here at Chazy. Governor Spitzer's proposal, based 
on enrollment, could lead to a greater proportionate share 
of school aid going to New York City.

Aid based on attendance would have a positive a  ect for 
our district since our average yearly attendance is 97%. 
! is is an incredible number; one that most school districts 
do not achieve. We have consistently had excellent atten-
dance which speaks well of our students, their families, and 
our sta  .

As we work through the budget process, we will do our 
best to prepare and present a budget that continues to 
support the level of excellence our students have earned, 
maintains a good working environment for our sta  , and is 
prudent with respect to the ® scal needs placed on our tax-
payers. We welcome the public's input and would encour-
age you to attend both budget meetings and the budget 
hearing.

Additionally, we would like to congratulate the Class of 
2007 on a job well done with their Senior Play. Many of 
the students had never performed on stage previously. ! ey 
did a terri® c job on a play that was comical, amusing and 
entertaining. ! ey appeared to have a great time as well. 
Our hats o   to you and our wishes for continued success as 
you begin to wrap up your educational career at CCRS.

Middle of the School Year Atten-
dance Reminders ± Mrs. Aabye

 One of the best ways that par-
ents can encourage success in their 
school-aged children is by making 
sure that they are in school every day. 
Children are most likely to meet their 
potential if they get into the habit of 
getting to school on time and if they 
take pride in maintaining an excellent 
attendance record. At CCRS school 
attendance is a top priority. Here are 
a few reminders for you:

·  For your child's safety, please 
call the o•  ce if your child is absent. 
We place a follow-up call to you if we 

don't hear from you by 9 a.m.
· Even though you have spo-

ken to us by phone, NYS Education 
Law still requires a written note when 
your child returns to school.

· If your child's health care 
provider recommends that your child 
stay home because of illness or injury, 
ask to have it put in writing for us.

·  !  ere is a NYS Education 
Department mandated attendance 
policy that states that high school 
students will lose credit for excessive 
absence from class. ! e maximum 
number of allowed absences from a 
full year (1 credit) course is 18. ! e 
maximum allowed absences from a 
half unit course is 9. Please see the 

Student Handbook for more details 
about the attendance policy.

· At the 7-12 grade levels, 
attendance is taken period by period. 
If your child has a series of appoint-
ments, please try to stagger the sched-
uling so that the same class is 
not missed repeatedly. 

·  Remember that 
chronic tardiness also 
causes the student to 
miss class material.
