 How does one measure 
the success of a school?  If 
you follow N.Y. State ac-
countability standards and 
Federal ± ªNo Child Left 
Behindº regulations you 

need to look to standardized testing.  Our Regents 
results show 95% of our students last year passed 
the Regents Exams and 97% of our students 
graduated with a Regents Diploma.  Our recent 
results in English Language Arts on the 3rd grade 
through 8th grade state tests show 75% of our 
elementary students receiving 3s and 4s (meeting 
or exceeding standards) while the junior high (7th 
and 8th graders) was a bit lower with 59% receiv-
ing 3s and 4s.
     ! e math in grades 3-6 results saw an excep-
tional 87% of our elementary students receive 3s 
and 4s while 7th and 8th grade results saw 41% 
achieve scores of 3 and 4.  Middle school scores 
nationwide continue to be lower than elementary 
or high school results.  Federal and State Educa-
tion o   cials refuse to consider the adolescent 
factor when noting this discrepancy.
     Are tests results the only measure of success?  I 
think not!  Lets look at some other measures of 
success:
·  ! e students of Chazy pose few discipline 
problems.  As Jr./Sr. High Principal I deal with 
an average of ® ve discipline referrals per day.  A 
colleague of mine in a local school has an average 
of sixty-three discipline referrals each day.  Our 
students have a genuine respect for each other and 
those that serve them.

! e  building plan was then submitted to the NYS 
Education Department, the state authority respon-
sible for asbestos in schools.
   If there is asbestos containing material in the 
building, the Asbestos Management Plan shows the 
amount present as well as the speci® c location of the 
material.  ! e Asbestos Management Plan includes 

the results of material samples that were taken dur-
ing the inspection and plans for asbestos abatement.
   In compliance with Environmental Protection 
Agency requirements, the six-month surveillance 
inspection of asbestos containing materials in the 
CCRS school building was conducted in July 2006 
and will be conducted again during the months of 
April 2007 and October 2007.  ! e EPA Triennial 
Re-inspection was successfully completed in October 
2006.
   ! e Asbestos Management Plan is available for 
review during business hours at the administrative 
o   ce.  A copy of the Asbestos Management Plan is 
available by request for a minimal fee.
